How to Enroll:

e Complete the consent and medical history forms, available in the Health Office or on the
PowerSchool Portal.

The 802 Smiles Network (formerly the Tooth Tutor Program) works to ensure every student has
access to comprehensive dental care, including preventive, restorative, and continuous care in
a dental office. We assist families without a dentist in finding a dental home and provide free
dental screenings with parental consent.
